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ChildFund Papua New Guinea is registered

as a local NGO under the Papua New Guinea
Association Incorporation Act, working to reduce
poverty for children in developing communities.
ChildFund Papua New Guinea was established

by ChildFund Australia, which is a member of the
ChildFund Alliance - a global network of 11 member
organisations which assists almost 16 million
children and their families in over 60 countries.

ChildFund began work in Papua New Guinea

in 1994 and works in partnership to create
community and systems change which enables
vulnerable children and young people, in all their
diversity, to assert and realise their rights.

Most projects are implemented in the Central
Province and National Capital District with a focus
on maternal and child health, nutrition, water and
sanitation, education, child protection and family
and sexual violence. ChildFund PNG also priorities
climate change and disaster preparedness. In 2015,
ChildFund PNG established the country’s first ever
Family and Sexual Violence Counselling Helpline,
which operates in Port Moresby and provides
national coverage for children and families
impacted by violence.

The pandemic not
only threatens
their physical
health and wellbeing, but also the hard-fought
development advances we have made since
our work started in Papua New Guinea in 1994.

The close connections we have built with
communities since that time, and the skills and
experience we have fostered, have allowed us
to meet the changing needs of children and
their communities.

This has included training frontline health
workers, providing vital protective equipment
such as masks and gloves, and producing
easily understood printed materials about how
to stop the spread of COVID-19.

As new information became available, our
health team undertook telephone training
with village-based health volunteers to ensure
people in remote communities were armed
with the most up-to-date information.

Where it was safe, our health team continued
to travel to communities to assist with outreach
clinics and provide hygiene demonstrations
and equipment to build handwashing stations.

As well as helping to stop the spread of the
virus, our work has ensured that children were
protected from the collateral damage of

the pandemic.

The 1-Tok Kaunselin Helpim Lain, which

was launched in 2015 as a service to assist
survivors of family violence, was once again
able to shift and adapt to the needs of families
in Papua New Guinea.

FROM THE COUNTRY DIRECTOR

The helpline has remained operational
throughout the pandemic, providing an
essential counselling and referral service at
a time when cases of family violence were
expected to increase due to restrictions on
movement and loss of livelihoods. The team
have also been in constant communication
with the National Department of Health
hotlines to co-ordinate referrals and verify
information on COVID-19.

This year has brought significant challenges,
but we have never lost focus on our mission.
Our aspiration is for more children in Papua
New Guinea to be able to say: “I am safe. | am
educated. | contribute. | have a future.”

The work we undertake is never without its
challenges - including the remote nature of
many communities, the lack of basic health and
education infrastructure, and the more than
800 languages spoken in the country - but we
know how important this work is.

With the energy and dedication of our

staff, and the ongoing commitment of our
many donors, we can ensure more children
experience a childhood in which they are safe,
nurtured and given access to opportunity.

The helpline also now offers additional support to
children and adolescents experiencing prolonged
distress, in recognition of the secondary impacts
that the pandemic may have on their psychological
wellbeing.

ChildFund joins alliance to Fro&e«:& children

ChildFund Papua New Guinea has joined other child-
focused aid agencies to form an alliance aimed at
increasing the protections available to vulnerable
children and young people.

The Pikinini Defenders Alliance, launched in
September 2019, is a network of organisations
committed to mobilising support, advocating, and
raising awareness to stop violence against children in
Papua New Guinea.

It is calling on the Government to commit to greater
and more sustainable investments to prevent and
respond to all forms of violence against children

in Papua New Guinea, including 300 new child
protection officers to boost the country’s
under-resourced child protection workforce.

It is estimated that 75% of children and young people
in Papua New Guinea experience violence during
their childhood.

Evidence shows that children who are victims

of abuse, or who have witnessed violence, often
suffer serious impacts, which can have devastating
consequences on their physical, social and emotional
health and development.

The Pikinini Defenders Alliance has acknowledged
initiatives by the Government to end violence against

children, including the passage of the 2015 Lukautim
Pikinini Act. It is hoped the Act will result in significant
improvements to the protection and promotion of the
rights of all children in PNG.

At the launch of the Act, the Papua New Guinean
Government committed to the recruitment, training
and deployment of 300 new child protection officers
and volunteers.

The Alliance states: “Every little Papua New Guinean
has the right to a life without violence.

“It is time to make child protection our first priority.
Children in PNG need more Pikinini Defenders.”

Members of the Pikinini Defenders Alliance, including
ChildFund, will continue to work with government
stakeholders, communities, young people and children
towards a PNG that is free of violence against
children.

The Pikinini Defenders Alliance members include
Cheshire Disability Services PNG, ChildFund, Equal
Playing Field, PNG Council of Churches, PNG Tribal
Foundation, Save the Children, UNICEF, and World
Vision.
