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Expression of Interest – a consultant to develop teacher training materials and curriculum in Papua New Guinea

Purpose: CFPNG are seeking a consultant to lead the development of materials to assist primary and secondary teachers in Papua New Guinea identify and respond to the needs of students who have experienced disaster, conflict or other trauma, including reference to the present COVID 19 pandemic.  Materials, including classroom guidelines, will be produced for teachers in early grade primary, upper primary and secondary schools. The consultant will also prepare training plans for trainers from PNG’s National Department of Education (NDOE) to introduce the materials to teachers. 
All materials must be developed in collaboration with PNG’s National Department of Education, regular consultation will be required.

Key tasks/deliverables:  
Three Manuals for teachers of children who may experience a disaster, conflict or traumatic events. The materials will include an assessment tool. 
The Manuals will be prepared for teachers of early grade primary, upper primary/lower secondary and high school students.
A Training curriculum for Trainers from the NDOE who will introduce the materials to teachers.
The consultant will also develop sensitisation materials for teachers at early grade primary, upper primary and secondary levels to complement the Manual. These materials will address recognised social/cultural issues in PNG which may be exacerbated at times of crisis and/or conflict (such as stigma, gender, family violence and law and justice). 
Deadlines for production are tight with most materials required by March, 2021. 

Qualifications and experience: the consultant will have a postgraduate qualification in education or a related discipline together with experience in basic education in a developing country or cross-cultural context. Work experience in PNG in basic education and/or counselling/student welfare will be a major advantage. 
The consultant will have produced teacher education materials at primary and/or secondary level and of training plans for Training of Trainers (TOT). 
The consultant will also be able to demonstrate a history of working to tight deadlines and through consultative processes.

Skills: high level writing and layout skills are required, tailored to the audience. As all materials are likely to be widely used in government schools throughout PNG they must be clear, accessible and designed to engage PNG teachers, schools and students. 
High level communication skills will also be expected as the consultant will be working directly with senior government officials within the NDOE as well as with education specialists working for other non-state actors participating in the project. 

Location: the consultant may be a resident of PNG or another country prepared to complete the tasks remotely. Current travel restrictions do not allow international travel and may limit travel within PNG but, should they ease, the consultancy may include some in-country support such as participation in training and/or monitoring activities.  
Employment: the consultant would be paid an all-inclusive daily rate (set according to experience and skills) for an agreed number of days, in instalments, as deliverables are presented under a standard ChildFund Australia contract. An EoI from a consultancy team will also be considered with remuneration on a deliverables basis. 
Reports to: the consultant will report to CFPNG’s Country Director on the progress of the consultancy. S/he will also regularly consult with, and receive feedback from, ChildFund Australia’s Education Advisers in Sydney.  
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
